Canteen/Water bottle — A hydrated camper is a happy camper.

Work clothes and gloves — Durable and able to get dirty.

Other outer wear items to keep warm.

Tent — This will be for Saturday night, not Friday. Tent sharing is permitted on Saturday
if YPT compliant.
